She asked the  

members to support and to take part in a study that was being done by the Department of Health and paid 

for by Center for Disease Control on Pyrethroid exposure. She explained that the DOH was looking for 

volunteers for bio-monitoring and urine collection to determine levels of Pyrethroid exposure in the 

field. Needless to say, the conversation in the room was not the most pleasant.  

 The basic concern of the room was that this would be the first step in banning the product. It 

was explained that they are looking for more data to insure the safety of owners and employees that use 

the product in the field.  Some of the questions asked to Carrie were, ñ Is there a problem now with the  

product?ò...ñWhat will happen with the information in the future?ò...Could it be used by L&I or even the 

Toxic Coalition?ò  Because of the reaction from the room, there was no resolve at the meeting.  

 Shortly thereafter I received an email from Barbara Morrissey, with the Washington State  

Department of Health, asking for a conference call to explain a little bit more about the study.  She felt 

the outline of the study needs to be explained again because of the reception that Carrie received from 

the members at the Hood River meeting.  The Board agreed and Tim Baker and I were on the call.  

During the call, Barbara explained that this study is a five year study and they are now in the second

 They have already collected samples from the  

public throughout the state and are now moving on to the 

pest management industry. She told us that they have a list of 

all the licensed PCOs in the state and they plan to contact 

them to find participants for the study.  These volunteers will  

remain anonymous to the business owners unless the volun-

teer wants to inform the owner that they are part of the study. 

She also explained that they want to take samples during 

what they call the ñspray seasonò- May through September. 

We asked why not all year, but there was not an answer.  

 She went on to explain that they would take samples 

within 6 hours of exposure to a Pyrethroid. This would give 

them a more accurate level to study. I asked if they were 

taking samples during the non-spray season to set a base 

line? She told me that was not needed, if they wanted a base-

line they would take it from a volunteer that did not work on  

weekends.  Since Pyrethroids metabolize in mammals within 

twenty four hours and there are no levels to find, there was 

no reason to wait until the ñoff season.ò   

 Tim and I went on asking questions to Barbara for 

the next forty five minutes. Trying to cover anything that we 

could think of that would help the basis of this study. I am 

sure that there are hundreds of questions that you, our mem-

bers would like to ask. The bottom line that we found wasé

this study is going to happen, it has already started and there 

is nothing that you or I can do to stop it.  

 With that being said, the Board has agreed to sup-

port and cooperate with this study. We have requested to 

have the pest control industry represented on their board of 

advisors and some of us have agreed to have our business 

and employees sampled.   

 We have two choices in this matter. First would be 

to stick our heads in the sand and complain about it. Trust 

me, I understand that. I personally feel that this is just 

another attack on our industry.  

 The first steps in removing yet another product that 

we know can be used in a safe manner and can be effective 

for our customers. We have all seen this before. But then 

there is the second approach. Get involved at the ground 

level and try to bring the years of experience that a lot of us 

have to help direct and educate this board of advisors in 

making solid, logical decisions that will hopefully benefit all 

of us in the end. I think with the right people in place and 

constant communication with response from the members of 

the WSPMA, we wonôt be blind sided with yet another gov-

ernment action and our industry can come out of this with a 

new image for the general public and our government  

officials.   

 I know some of you want to scream and yell about 

thisé and on a Friday afternoon with the right distilled cour-

age, you might find me right next to you. But I truly feel that 

we have some very talented people in this association that 

are not out for their own agenda and want to help our indus-

try. By tapping into our resources and talent, I feel we can 

actually make a change here for the good of our industry.  

I will be asking for a complete outline of the study and I 

promise to keep all of you informed through every step.
